THE AUTOMATED NATIONAL GATEWAY PORTAL FOR 
NATIONAL VEHICLE REGISTRY (VREG)

The Federal Ministry of Finance, Budget and National Planning (FMBNP) is charged with the responsibility of managing the nation’s finances and revenue streams in an open, transparent and efficient manner that delivers on the nations’ development priorities. Additionally, it will also be noted that vehicle importation represents a significant proportion of our total import. Regardless of this reality, the potentials of duty collection and remittance have not been fully maximised. This is largely due to the absence of central registry that can draw from a global Vehicle Identification Number (VIN) repository to keep track of all vehicles coming into Nigeria.  
2.	In view of the above, the FMBNP conceived and launched the National Vehicle Registry (VREG) Automated Gateway Portal, as a means to leveraging technology infrastructure to maximize revenue generation for the Nigeria as well as providing a framework for effective oversight for the Ministry across all revenue heads. In addition to providing the Nigerian Customs with guidance in all clearing, duties, registration and redistribution of vehicle, targeted at ensuring that all vehicles are trackable, taxable and generate more revenues, the National Vehicle Registry (VREG) System will;
a)	Ensure thorough remittance of duties, making it nearly impossible to evade duty payment on vehicles as well as creating a virtual environment that erodes the possibility of short-changing the system. 
b)	Eliminate the menace of vehicles under-assessment and under declaration, reducing duty evasion and ensuring that accurate duty payment on all vehicles imported into Nigeria leveraging the unique Vehicle Identification Number (VIN). 
c)	Provide a singular window to access VIN related information which will be relevant to the VIO, Police, FRSC, Insurance and Tax Agencies for enforcements. 
d)	Ensure informed decisions around vehicles commerce by providing users, insurance firms and third parties with car facts and history of vehicles thus creating a disincentive ensuring stolen, accident wrecked and other unsafe vehicles are no longer brought into the Nigerian market. 
e)	Provide a central system for tracking all vehicles coming into Nigeria independent of point of entry, with effective reporting and auditing suites. 
f)	Ensure accurate monitoring, documentation and tracking of vehicular activities across the nation while aggressively enforcing payment of duties prior to registration of vehicles to a strategic goal of achieving 98% duty capture rate.
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3.	 In line with the Ministry’s Strategic Revenue Growth Initiative (SRGI) the Automated Gateway Portal will add greater momentum to the revenue profile of the Government especially in the areas blocking of leakages and effectively managing and tracking of all accruable revenues. The National Vehicle Registry (VREG) is powered by interconnected interactions of key agencies, parties, and stakeholders. These communication and connection channels facilitate the robust functionalities of the National Vehicle Registry. The stakeholder relationships that will facilitate the achievement of the goals of the National Vehicle Registry include: 
a.	State Governments Vehicle Inspection Office (VIO) integration with VREG for information interchange on nationwide vehicle registration, ownership, history, and road traffic regulation enforcement.
b.	Establishment of an integration of VREG into the National Insurance Commission (NAICOM) for aggregation and regularization of vehicle insurance across the country.
c.	Incorporation of the Central bank of Nigeria’s moveable asset registry onto the National Vehicle Registry to provide dynamic records of vehicular assets nationwide.
d.	Integration with Nigerian Police Force to facilitate robust nationwide vehicular tracking, and comprehensive theft and other vehicle-related crimes reporting.
e.	Collaborating with the Office of the National security Adviser, the VREG will bring about reduction in vehicle related crimes and vehicle theft through access to improved vehicular data base.
f.	The VREG policy will stimulate Duty Payment of vehicles in the country and boost anti-smuggling effort of the Nigeria Customs Service.
4.	As part of the value additions to the State Government, the National Vehicle Registry (VREG) project is strategically positioned to:
a.	Improve national revenue with direct implication for increased revenues for states.
b.	Improve identity and an unprecedented visibility of vehicle operating within the ecosystem, thus ensuring that right operational fee and permits as well as levies and fines where necessary are efficiently administered and collected into respective state coffers with the aim of optimizing vehicle revenues for the states. 
c.	Improve security situation across state as well as reduce the menace of vehicle theft since identities of vehicles are known and directly linked with owners in a manner that can be seamlessly verified. 
d.	Improve the overall sanctity of public roads for states and guarantees a net reduction in pollution index and other related environmental concerns necessitated by vehicles that are not road worthy. 
5.	The Ministry therefore implores the State Governments to support the 	VREG project by;
a.	Mandating all State Vehicle Inspection Offices to adopt and utilise VREG Portal as a single administrative window for vehicle registration, tracking vehicle ownership, infractions, and licensing regimes.
b.	Setting and institutionalising a penalties framework as strategy to enforce VREG as a central validation point for all vehicle regulation processes.
c.	Support and drive the aggregation and regularization of vehicle insurance across the country through National Insurance Commission (NAICOM) as a strategy to optimise data well improved safety of roads
d.	Support the adoption of National Vehicle Registry as a strategy to administer moveable asset registry to provide dynamic records of vehicular assets across states which will improve overall monitoring on vehicles.
